Get your Supplies!

FLUTE- Standard of Excellence Book 1, cleaning rod and cloth.
CLARINET- Standard of Excellence Book 1, Box of Rico Reeds size 2, cork grease, cleaning swab.
SAXOPHONE- Standard of Excellence Book 1, Box of Rico Reeds size 2, Neotech Neckstrap (optional but highly recommended).
TRUMPET/TROMBONE/BARITONE- Standard of Excellence Book 1, valve/slide oil.
PERCUSSION- Breeze Easy Percussion Book 1, Snare drum kit containing drum pad, and drum sticks.
Buying a folding music stand is highly recommended.

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Flute - The flute is in the woodwind family. It comes in a small case, but is quite long when assembled.  Flute has a beautiful and light sound!

Clarinet - The clarinet is in the woodwind family.  It has both keys and tone holes.  This instrument requires reeds and has a warm colorful tone.  A lot of fun to play!
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Saxophone - The saxophone is in the woodwind family.  It is the largest woodwind instrument in our band and can get heavy if you walk home. This instrument has fingerings similar to the recorder notes! 





Trumpet - The trumpet is in the brass family.  It has three valves.  You do not have to puff your cheeks in order to play it.  We learn how to buzz our lips!
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Trombone - The trombone is in the brass family. Even though it has a slide, it is not a heavy instrument.  ANYONE can play the trombone! (

Baritone – The baritone is part of the brass family.  It also has three valves and is played by buzz our lips together.  Even though it looks big, it is actually pretty light to carry!
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Percussion - The percussion family has lots of instruments including the bells, tambourine, and bass drum, not just the snare drum.
